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Robert Neville: I AM Legend
Introduction
Robert Neville is the main character in the “I AM Legend”, who according to Matheson (1), is consided to be the last man to survive in the year 1975 when a vampire plague affected Los Angeles. Both his family and friends turned into Vampire when they were attacked by such creatures. This forced Neville to convert his house into a fortress. He then move all over the city in search of vampires to kill as a form of revenge. He also had the aim of understanding the existence of the vampire plague. Neville also suffered various diseases such as depression and alcoholism during this attack. Metheson (1) also found that Neville hate and feared vampires despite having the desire to wipe out vampire in the city. Due to the fact that he spent most of his time killing the vampires, he later came to understand them and see the world via the eyes of vampire. This this paper, through the selected characters, provide ways through which Robert Neville can overcome his situation.
1. The Tell Tale Heart:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Tell Tale Herat is a short story written by Edgar Allan Poe that narrates a story characterized by fear. The main character of the story is an Old Man with pale, clouded and blue eye, which the narrator seems to fear most (Poe, 1). Due to the fear imposed into him by the Old Man Eyes, makes the narrator fearful to the extend of narrating his crime story to the third party. This show how the narrator is obsess towards proving his sanity than focusing on the crime and consequences of his action. Based on the short story, the narrator claims that the crime involved was due to nervousness that affected his mind resulting to the crime as mentioned by Poe (42). 
Just like the narrator in the Tell Tale Heart, Navelle is also affected with similar situation whereby he involves in some actions that does not reflect exactly who he is. For instance, in the act of killing the sleeping vampires as a revenge, he later realize that he understand these creatures as revealed by Metheson (1). Such hallucinations make both characters to confess their wrong doing to other parties with no concern of their consequences. To them, they feel that they have committed a crime and the society is aware of the crime done but in real since, no one is aware. Thus, Neville should understand that his action to kill the vampires was not wrong because they also affected his family and friends.
2. The Fall of the House of Usher
The House of Usher is a story by Edgar Poe where the writer uses unidentified narrator who rides to the house of Usher. According to the narrator, this character is a friend he has not met with for a long time since their childhood as written by Bracken (1). During their stay, Usher narrates stories about his family to the old friend. These stories suppress the character so much. In one occasion, sister to Usher dies and buried. During the sister buried, he notify that the sister was smiling, which later affected his mind by developing some symptoms of madness. This illness affected him in various ways. For instance, he failed to perform his daily chores, Staring off into the distance, being spooked by the environment including his friends, which resulted to insomnia.
The above story of the Fall of the House of Usher is more similar to the story of Neville of the I AM a Legend. For instance, in both cases, the characters are obsessed with their wrong doing. Similarly, they affected mentally because they believe that their wrong doing affects them negatively (Metheson, 1). However, in real since, their wrong doing was not for evil doing but through solving the situation. For instance, Neville feel that he does wrong by killing the vampires but it was the best action to take especially after the vampire attacked his friends and families.
3. The Girl with the Hungry Eyes
The story of the Girl with the Hungry Eye was a story related to older days of 1930s. The narrator introduce a lady named Louise who was a model at the time and the owner of Tides hotel. According to the narrator, the lady took his life when she realized that her fiancée was cheating on her. After her death, the lady comes back as a vampire to restore the hotel. Her main aim was to attract men and terrorize them (Levy, 1). Therefore, this story also contain vampire seens that affect the society and ensuring that they do not leave peacefully. This is also similar to the story of Neville who also goes various challenges in dealing with vampires that attacked his city. In both cases, the vampires attack people by ensuring that they do not understand themselves despite doing the right thing. The experienced situation can be solved through believing that whatever they do is right and just.
Annabel Lee 
This is another story that related to hallucination among human being. Through this story, exist the theme of love between characters. The subject of pure love in the story is unique as it exists even after one character disasters. Similarly, the story also show some distinction in nature that is able to separate the narrator from his lover. Thus the narrator shows how pure love can exist even through hallucination of the victims (Poe, 13). According to the narrator, the that exists between him and Annabel was so strong that even after her death he can still feel and experience such love in him. Likewise, the story of Neville also has similar experience because even after the killing of these vampire, Neville still believe that whatever he did was wrong even after the vampires were already dead. However, the characters need to come to their senses and understand their wrong doing without hallucination. 
Conclusion:
The above stories have similarities in various ways despite being derived from different writers with different mindset. For instance, in both cases, there involved some form of hallucination. Equally, these stories portrays certain characters that lose their memories after involved in some crime activates. As found in the Neville story, the mind resets after killing the vampires and feel for them instead of recalling the attacks of these creature to his friends and family. Similarly, in the Tell Tale Heart, we realized that after the killing and involvement of the police, the killer feel threatens by the his heart beat to the extent that she think the police offices was hearing his heartbeats. This can be considered as a hallucination because such thoughts only develop in the mind but not in real sense as seen by the narrators. Therefore, it is important for these characters to understand that whatever they did was not wrong and should not be stacked in the mind.
